Eligibility 
 

    1.  Juniors must have and maintain a cumulative grade point average of 2.50 or better 
throughout their junior year. 

 

    2.  Juniors cannot receive any interims at any time throughout their junior year.      

    3.  Juniors cannot be on academic or behavioral probation (or behavioral contract) at 
any time throughout their junior year.      

    4.  Upon their cumulative grade point average falling below 2.50, receiving an interim, or 
being placed on academic or behavioral probation (or behavioral contract), juniors 
will immediately lose their eligibility for junior independent study. 

 
Privileges 
 

    5.  During independent period, juniors are allowed to be in the learning center (with a 
pass) or the mall area under the gym. 

 

    6.  During independent period, juniors are allowed to eat and listen to their IPODs in the 
mall area under the gym.      

    7.  During independent period, juniors do NOT have senior off-campus privileges.
